e Law changed in 2018 to allow protection orders against an abusive
dating partner as part of R.C. 3113.31, the CPO statute

« Separate forms for DT CPOs because findings required are
different and remedies available are more limited than for DV

NEW Dating Violence Protection Order
Forms per R.C. 3113.31 =

« Unlike DV victims, dating violence victims have to give details of their
relationship to R, and judge must find there was a Dating Relationship

* Potential remedies limited compared to DV CPO (stay away, no contact,
etc.)

You must describe the relationship with Respondent. You may include: (If you need more space,

attach an additional page.)

» Whether you developed a special bond beyond a casual acquaintanceship or an ordinary business
or social relationship

* Length of the relationship with Respondent

 Nature and frequency of contact with Respondent, including whether you had an intimate
relationship with Respondent and communications that would show the relationship with
Respondent was more than a casual acquaintanceship or an ordinary business or social
relationship

» Expectations about the relationship with Respondent

e Statements or conduct by Respondent or you that could show to the Court the depth of or
commitment to the relationship

* Any other reason or explanation to prove the dating relationship
