WiEreas, There is no wide demand or senti-
ment in favor of a general revision of the con-
stitution, but only in favor of changes with re-
spect to specific subjects of branches thereof, and

WHEREAS, The great bulk of the present con-
stitution is in no need of change, therefore

Be it resolved, That the labors of this Con-
vention be confined to the formulation of amend-
ments to the existing constitution, and the sub-
mission thereof, separately, to the electors for
adoption or rejection.

The resolution was laid over under the rule.
Mr. McCLELLAND: I offer a resolution.
The resolution was read as follows:
Resolution No. 29:

Resolved, That the changes needed in our
present constitution are few and slight, and that
such changes as will involve large differences of

opinion, either in this Convention or among the
voters of the state, should be submitted to those
voters in amendments separate from the body of
the constitution, and that if those amendments
are indorsed by the voters of the state and the
body of the constitution should be defeated these
amendments so indorsed shall become a part of
our present constitution and that we so instruct
our committees.
