{¶ 1} On January 27, 2006, defendant filed a motion to 

dismiss, stating this claim was paid by United Rental Highway 

Technologies, Inc.  On January 11, 2006, check no. 5000109829 in 

the amount of $695.00, was sent to plaintiff as a full and final 

release of the claim against defendant.
