face contact, videoconferencing, teleconferencing or other electronic communication 

as the Comi determines is necessary. 
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5. Art I, Sec. 16 of the Ohio Constitution provides in part: "All courts shall be open, and 

every person,*** shall have justice administered without denial or delay." 

It is the intention of the Court to remain in operation to perform its essential functions. 

The General Orders herein are meant to prevent anyone from personally appearing in the offices
