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proceedings throughout the history of American jurisprudence.  The Eighth District’s erroneous 

holding that “the discovery order will neither violate the secrecy of the grand jury proceedings 

nor cause harm and prejudice” fails to recognize the harm that is caused by allowing civil 

litigants the ability to obtain an in camera inspection by subpoena, a method that is not 

authorized under Ohio law.  See Appx. 020, ¶ 30.  If this decision is permitted to stand, the Court 

Reporter has no recourse to challenge the trial court’s order to produce the records after the fact 

because the harm will already have occurred.  Therefore, this Court should reverse the Eighth 

District’s decision finding that the trial court’s improper order for in camera inspection is a final 

appealable order under R.C. 2505.02.  

CONCLUSION 

 For all of the reasons set forth above, Appellant requests that this Court reverse the 

decision below in its entirety and hold that a final appealable order exists and that litigants are 

prohibited from obtaining in camera inspection of grand jury materials by issuing a subpoena 

because under Petition for Disclosure a petition to the court which supervised the grand jury is 

the proper means of obtaining release of grand jury materials.
